unemployed youth by providing skill training and
make them employable or self-employed.

Employment services, job exchanges are
offered through Career Education Guidance
Office, Career Education Training Programs.
This network of vocational education institutions
includes government and private industrial training
institutions.

Department is implementing the vocational
training through the Government / Aided / Private
Industrial Training Institutesin Engineeringand
non-Engineering trades,

In past issues, there have been articles on
training programs in various Trades in government
and private industrial training institutions operating
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under the department.

Functions of Employment Exchanges
in Finding Employment to Skilled Young
People through Industrial Training
Institutes, That is, the registration and
career guidance of employees, free pre-
training training and job fair under the
Study Circle program details are given
below.

Employment Exchanges Act
(Compulsory Notification of
Vacancies) Act, 1959 and Rules 1960:

The Government of India enacted
this Act and Rules in parliament and
came into force in1st May 1960.As
per this Act under Section 4(1) every
establishments in Public Sectors and
under Section 4(2) the establishments in
Private Sectors(Employed more than 25
employees) are shall have to notify such
vacancies occurred to local Employment
Exchanges before filling was mandatory
and get the seniority list of registered
candidates. When this consideration was
restricted to registered candidates in the
Employment Exchange, the honourable
Supreme Court gave verdict to establish
the principle of natural social justice
in the matter of equal opportunity of
employment.

National smarter
Employability web portal:

At national level “Directorate General
of Employment and Training” was
established in 1960 at New Delhi as its
head quarter.The Government of India
called this service into “National Career

”

i
Services” in 20th July 2015. It has
launched Information-Technology based
national web portal for various Stake
holders like Job Seekers, Employers,
Skill  providers(Vocational  Training
providers) and Counsellors through this
smarter employability platform. So in this
platform any stake holders from nook and
corner of the country can utilize the value
added services. At present in 52 various
sectors of economy there are more than
3500 Occupational information and
videos are uploaded in the national web
portal (www.ncs.gov.in).

Through this IT enabled web portal
value added diversified services
offered such as links of various State’s
employment platforms, various ministries,
job seekers registration, special women
portal, special portal for differently
challenged, Government job portals,
170 Model Career Centres, psychometric
assessment tests for job seekers, NCS
mobile app, E-Newsletters, online job
fairs, digilockers facility to upload the
documents, MHRD integration with
AICTE and AISHE and video profiling of
job seekers.

Model Career Centres (MCC):

As per DGE & T guidelines there are
170 Model Career Centres have been
established and functioning within the
Employment Exchanges across the
country. It has modern infrastructure
facilities, counselling techniques, web
portal registration of job seekers, online
job fairs and assessment tests facilities
in it. Government of India posted “Young

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Professionals” to explore their new
innovative ideas, change in counselling,
their knowledge, new thinking in the
arena of employment landscape.

portal.

Directorates are functioning. To carry

and Trainings for various competitive
examinations the State Government
of Karnataka has established “Skill
Development, Entrepreneurship and
Livelihood Mission” department on 24th
September 2016.

Employment returns (ER-1) to local
District Employment Exchanges is
obligatory under the Act on quarterly
basis. This information envisages
human resource deployment in various
sectors of economy and it indirectly
helps in man-power planning through
Skill development training initiatives. It

covers Central, central under-takings,
State, State-undertakings, Local Bodies
and Private Act establishments and
exposes the variations in the man power,
demands and supply of man power.
The Area Report on Employment of
particular district depicts the real picture
of various sectors of economy, size and
woman representation in the matters of
employment in all sectors.

This helps in imparting various
vocational/skill trainings and courses and
assesses the limitation and surpluses in
the man power planning. These facts
will give insight into country’s economic
legal frame work and occupational
pattern (Classified National Occupational
Codes and Classified National Industrial
Codes). In this regard Assistant
Directors/Employment  Officers  will
collect quarterly ER-1 reports from the
employers, disseminate and compile
the quarterly Narrative Reports and
reported to Directorate General of
Employment Training, New-Delhi as well
as Directorate at state level. The Officers
in charge of the respective districts will
also periodically inspect the records of
defaulteremployers under the section ‘6’
of the EE’s Act.

Archana, the president of ‘Raksha
Matha’ SHG has expressed that, this
community is facing lots of social
acceptance and stigma challenges in the
society; hence all the member requested
to DAY-NULM team to give the training
on the security guard for creation of their
own livelihoods, accordingly action has
been initiated. Perhaps each member
agreed to start savings among them in
the group, per month Rs 100 from each
member of group, after 3 Months Rs
10000/ revolving fund assistance will be
provided under NULM.

In case in future, if they want to start
a new venture, loan assistance will be
provided under the Self Employment
Programme or SHGs bank credit linkage
activity of the Mission.

hen a person is confused about the

way out of a life of poverty, Sanjeevini
shines a light on the path to earn a better
income. Pankaja is one such beneficiary
who has overcome hurdles and become a
champion.

Pankaja is a resident of Madhuvanahalli,
village in Kollegal taluk in Chamarajanagar
district. Her husband Doreswamy and
she found it difficult to manage with his
income as a daily wager when they had
three children. Pankaja too was compelled
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to work as a daily-wage labourer. The
couple together could make a maximum
of Rs.300 per day, which was insufficient
for the family and they struggled for two
square meals a day. Their neighbours
had become members of the Apoorva
Jyothi women self help group and they
convinced Pankaja to join them. A
hesitant Pankaja became a member of
the SHG. The group used to assemble
every week, discussing various issues
including thrift.

Pankaja’s story through her lens:

‘In the initial days, | was unable to
deposit the thrift amount and used to
absent myself from the meetings of the
group. But, the other members of the
group visited my house, educated me
about the importance of the SHG and the
need to attend its meetings. Since then |
started attending meetings regularly.

One day, resource persons from NRLM
met us and told us about depositing the
money with the bank, the importance of
banking services, availability of loans
from the bank and role of women SHGs
in banking transactions. Later, | availed
myself on a loan from the bank and thus
was able to sustain the family.

With this, | realised the importance of
SHG. In the beginning, | found it difficult
to understand the working of the NRLM
scheme. But, over the course of time, as |
began to attend ward level and panchayat
level meetings, | got to know more about
it. We renamed our federation as ‘Nidhi
Sanjeevini Gram Panchayat Level
Federation’.

When it was my turn to take out a loan, |
was confused about the livelihood activity
| should take up. | was unable to come to
a decision even after discussing the issue
with my family members and neighbours.
At this point of time, NRLM officials
informed that they would impart training
in mat-making, incense-stick making,
preparation of masala items, mushroom
cultivation etc. | expressed my wish
to take up mushroom cultivation. With
the help of NRLM officials, | underwent
a three-day training in mushroom
cultivation in Gopichattiyur.

Later, | borrowed Rs.50,000 under
the Sanjeevini scheme and prepared
myself for taking up mushroom cultivation
in a semi-constructed house of my
relative, on a 30x40 site. The then Zilla
Panchayat Chief Executive Officer of
Chamarajanagar, Dr. Harish Kumar,
inaugurated my mushroom unit. He
called upon women to take up unique
income-earning activities and declared
that he was ready to get assistance for
this purpose under any government
scheme.

Mushrooms are 60-65 day crops. One
can easily earn up to Rs.40,000 in a
span of two or three months. Mushroom
farming has taught me the intricacies
of calculation and gave me a new life.
With the help of Sanjeevini staff, | have
entered into a pact with More Mall in
Kollegal to sell mushrooms. The financial
condition of my family has bettered with
this income”.

Determination helps one to
overcome many obstacles and a
strong will has helped this Sanjeevini
champion in Bidar district break free of
the circumstances of birth and build a
good life. All that Nagamma had going
for her were courage and the will to
overcome adversity. Her success is
a testament to Sanjeevini’s role as
an incubator which nurtures women
Mrs. Nagamma has started members of SHG in their quest for

a ‘small flour mill’ in becoming entrepreneurs.
Tuljapur village in Bidar
district with the assistance
of "Jayalakshmi Self Help
Group".

Nagamma and her husband, who
are residents of Tuljapur village in
Ekalara village panchayat of Bidar
taluk, were daily wage labourers, with
no land of their own. Uneducated and
poor, her family of four had to make
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do with the meagre earnings of a couple
of hundred rupees. She was beset with

anxiety about the children’s future and
the need to educate them well.

During a mobilisation drive for self help
groups by the Taluk Mission Management
Unit of Sanjeevini in the Eklara village
panchayat, Nagamma and other women
learnt about the benefits of coming
together and becoming self-sustaining.
She became a member of Jayalakshmi
SHG under the Sanjeevini Shiv Parvathi
Ward Level Federation and started
saving a part of her monthly income. She
informed Sanjeevini staff of her aspiration
of wanting to earn more money, and the
non-farm team along with the financial
inclusion team suggested that starting a
small flour milling unit might be a good
source of income.

The gram panchayat had very few such
mills and there were none in her village.
Nagamma grasped the opportunity and
attended a training on micro investment
planning with the help of capacity building
staff of Sanjeevini.

Nagamma established her flour mill
unit with financial assistance from her
SHG through a community investment
fund (CIF) of Rs.75,000 and her own

savings of Rs.30,000. This proved to
be the turning point in Nagamma'’s life
and has been of much help to the local
villagers. Nagamma has repaid the loan
from the SHG, and her monthly income
averages at Rs.8,000 to Rs.12,000, a
sizable increase from her earlier income
of Rs.3,000.

Our standard of living

has improved upon the
establishment of the flour
mill. Our status has improved
economically and socially

as well. | have requested

the Sanjeevini staff to guide
me further with training

and financial assistance as
thereis scope for further

manufacturing activities.
