Corporation (KSDC) has received
accreditation as an Awarding Body
from the National Council for Vocational
Education and Training (NCVET),
the regulatory authority for vocational
education and training in India. KSDC can
now award certificates with national validity
to trainees for approved qualifications
which are aligned with the National Skills
Qualifications Framework (NSQF).

Mr Ashwin Gowda, Managing Director,
KSDC, exchanged MoU with Col. Santosh
Kumar, Director, NCVET in the presence
of Dr N S Kalsi, Chairperson, NCVET
for this accreditation on 01 August 2022
in NCVET’s office in New Delhi. As an
Awarding Body, KSDC will play a greater
role in creating new qualifications and
related material.

KSDC has additionally received
NCVET’s approval for 23 future-oriented

short term skilling courses imparted at
the ITIs upgraded across Karnataka in
partnership with TATA Technologies and
other industry leaders. These 23 short-term
courses have been accordingly entered
into the National Qualifications Register
(NQR), the official national public record
for qualifications aligned to NSQF levels.

The youth of Karnataka can now acquire
skills for Industry 4.0 through these
short-term training courses for Battery
Electric Vehicle Technician, Internet of
Things Technician, Robot Operator and
Programmer, among others. These 23
courses are unique in several aspects,
including the employment of Augmented
Reality / Virtual Reality for training and their
cross-sectoral application.
