Male and female inmates 
at the central prisons of Bengaluru Urban, 
Belagavi, Vijayapura, Mysuru, Dharwad, 
Ballari, Shivamogga and Kalaburagi are 
undergoing skill development by expert 
trainers in various job roles including 
baking technician, self-employed tailor, 
hair stylist, electrician, gardener, and data 
entry operator. 

The effective utilization of the existing 
resources and infrastructure in the prisons 
is a major objective of this programme. 
More importantly, the aim of the programme 
is to engage the inmates in income-
generating activities within the prison to 

encourage their financial independence. 
The skills learned through this programme 
will help the inmates in securing gainful 
employment for rehabilitation after their 
release, thereby helping them to become 
productive members of the society. 

The programme has received positive 
response from inmates as well as prison 
officials. Mr Moses who was trained in 
making bakery products at the Belagavi 
prison remarked thus: “Through this 
skill development programme, I am now 
confident that I can build a better life”. 

This programme has set a successful 
precedent for reaching out to beneficiaries 
at the prisons through the District Skill 
Development Offices.
