In this context, Ministry of Housing and
Urban Affairs, Government of India has
launched DAY-NULM to provide temporary
24x7 accommodations to the homeless.
Under the Mission, the Component of
'Shelter for the Urban Homeless' was
launched.

In this regard, urban homeless are
defined as persons living their daily lives
on footpaths, parks, railway stations, bus
stands and places of worship, outside
shops and factories, construction sites,
hume pipes and other places under open
sky or places unfit for human habitation to
this scheme aims provide them with basic
necessities of life.

National Urban Livelihood Mission of
Shelter Scheme for Urban Refugees. Mr.
Ganesh S/o. Ganganna, originally from
Mysore was about 52 years old and was
doing tailoring work in Bangalore for his
livelihood, but the outbreak of Covid-19
that shocked the whole world made him
a refugee.

As time went by, his business began to
decline. Then he had to travel from Mysore
to Bangalore in view of opportunities.
There was an incident of staying 2-3 days
at Ramanagara railway station enroot,
due to travel restrictions as per Covid-19
regulations.

On this occasion, Sri Ganesh was
identified through rapid survey within the
Ramanagar Municipal Council. Later, the
staff of the Ashraya Kendra got information
and allowed Mr. Ganesh to seek shelter at
the Ashraya Kendra.

When Manger & Caretakers got to
know about Sri Ganesha'’s got they him a
job in a tailoring shop next to the shelter.
Ganesha did the work honestly with his

2
sewing machine skills, which helped in
consolidating all the money received. Later,
the shelter staff set up a sewing machine
in the refugee accommodation center and
gave Ganesh an opportunity to sew the
clothes of the neighboring households.
This helped to save more money. With all
the money saved in this way, he got rented
a shop, installed a new sewing machine
and started his new life.

After many years of Ganesha leaving his
family, the family noticed this and seeing
Ganesha's prosperity, all the members of
the family re-united again.

This is just one example of many refugee
rehabilitation shelters operating across the
State to provide temporary shelter to the
urban homeless.

At present, a total of 114 Urban
Homeless Shelters are functioning across
the state, namely - BBMP-46, Hubli-
Dharwad-08, Kalaburagi and Shimoga-06
each, Mangalore and Belgaum-05 each,
Bellary-04, Bijapur and Tumkur-03
each, Bidar, Kolar, Yadagiri, Koppal and
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Haveri are of 02 each, Raichur, Gadag-
Betegere, Hassan, Chitradurga, Udupi,
Mandya, Chikkamangaluru, Bagalkote,
Ramanagara, Chamarajanagar,
Chikkaballapur and Hospet are of 01 each.
