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The first self-help group in the world 
was established in 1935 to provide 

better treatment for alcoholics in the 
medical service. After its considerable 
service in health care, and beyond the 
work of savings and credit groups, self-
help groups convinced poor women 
that there was strength in unity, and 
empowered women on issues affecting 
their own lives, including health, 
nutrition, governance, and gender 
justice. 

Why were SHGs started in India?
n	 In 1991-92 NABARD started 

promoting Self Help Groups on a 

large scale. And this was the real take-
off point for the 'SHG Movement'. In 
1993, the Reserve Bank of India 
also allowed SHGs to open savings 
accounts in banks. Ease of access to 
bank services provided a major boost 
to the movement.

What is the aim of SHG?
•	 Providing micro-finance to groups is 

usually the primary objective of a Self 
Help Group (SHG).

•	 These groups aim to facilitate the 
process of self-empowerment.

•	 A Self Help Group (SHG) is a 

History of Self Help Groups in India and

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financial intermediary committee usually 
consisting of 10 to 20 local women or 
men.

Why SHG were formed?
•	 Beyond the function of savings and 

credit groups, SHGs provide a platform 
for poor women to build solidarity. They 
allow women to come together and 
act on issues affecting their own lives, 
including health, nutrition, governance 
and gender justice.

People of similar economic and social 
background usually combine with the help 
of any NGO or government agency and try 
to solve their problems and improve their 
living conditions.

If comprehensive empowerment of 
women is to be improved, socio-economic 
and political factors affecting women's lives 
must be brought together effectively.

Therefore, a self-help group is a small 
group of 15 or 20 rural poor who can 
save small amounts regularly, deposit in 
a common fund to meet the urgent needs 
of members and provide open loans and 
facilitate mutual discussions.

The Government of Karnataka started 
providing grants to Self Help Groups in 
the State through Central Government 
grants. Presently 98455 SHGs are working 
to make their impact in uplifting their 
economic standards using their skills and 
available resources.

Heartfelt words of such successful 
women in some self-help groups doing 
such wonderful work is as follows:

Victory path of 'Vijota'
I, Kumari.N.G.Vijayalakshmi., decided to 

share my happiness with everyone and am 
starting this story.

I focused my attention on private sectors 
to find opportunities where I could be 
recognized, but I did not get any positive 
responses. Moreover, while I was daily 
looking in the newspapers to see if any 
scheme of the government would be 
useful for me, the National Level 'Saras 
Madhu Exhibition and Sale Mela' was 
organized in April-2022 at National College, 
Basavanagudi, Bangalore under Deena 
Dayal Antyodaya Yojana – National Urban 
Livelihoods Mission of Skill Development, 
Entrepreneurship and Livelihood 
Department. Noting the information I was 
inspired to visit.

When I started watching 'Saras Mela-
2022', I was inspired by Home-made 
products and realized the importance 
of associations. For more information, 
I visited the Head Office of DAY-NULM 
and discussed with the officials there and 
exchanged information. I have started this 
association called 'Vijota' by my own free 
will.

First I started making 'Pickles' product by 
myself. After that I have added 10 women 
in ‘Vijota Sangh’ considering the extra 
burden of work.

Making a single type of 'pickle', I have 
been using various types of pickles such 
as 1. Tam Jin Pickle 2. Lemon Red Chilli 
Pickle 3. Lemon Green Chilli Pickle and 4. 
Goose Berry with the help from the bank 
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and members of the association. Also (Hill 
Nutmeg) Pickles and Masala Mixes are 
1. Channa Masala Mix., 2. Chicken Spicy 
Masala and 3. Sambar Mix. We started 
preparing all the ingredients.

After achieving all this, as first stimulated 
in Saras Mela-April-2022 or as a burning 
latent desire, the State level ' Exhibition 
cum Sale Mela' held at Chitrakala Parishad 
under 'Deenadayal Antyodaya Yojana-
National Urban Livelihood Mission' was 
held in November-2022. Remembering the 
opportunity to participate in the fair with the 
cooperation of the kind-hearted officials of 
DAY-NULM in the exhibition, we packed 
our home-made pickles and masala mix 
ingredients in glass bottles and sold them 
at the Chitrakala Parishad exhibition with 
great enthusiasm and ability. There were 
total 95 bottles out of which we sold 62 
tamjin pickles at Rs 50/- per bottle and 
lemon red chilli, lemon green chilli, goose 
berry at Rs.45/- per bottle.  

At the exhibition stall, our customers 
tasted our product and bought our products 

very fondly and foreign customers (from 
Argentina and Chilli) also bought Channa 
Masala Mix, Chicken Spice Masala, the 
next day they also brought their friends 
and bought Tamjin Pickles, Channa Masala 
Mix, Chicken Spice, Sambar Mix Masala. 

An officer of Sanjeevini Saras bought 
three of our Tamjin pickles but he also 
asked for our 'Tamjin pickles' but our 
'Tamjin pickles' were completely sold out, 
another customer who was going abroad 
also came to our stall and took away 'Red 
Chilli pickles'. We are very thankful to Day-
NULM for giving us the opportunity to serve 
so many customers with our home made 
products.

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Away from bustling cities and towns, lies 
Kudlur panchayat, Malur, Ramnagar a 

quiet rural setting. The men of the villages 
here are busy with their agricultural work, 
while women look after their households. 
But during lean and difficult times, the 
family’s income dips. This is where hand 
in hand teamwork steps in.

Radhika KN, is one of those women who 
showed us how teamwork works. Radhika 
hails from a small village, Kudlur with 2 
daughters (9,13).  Kudluru belongs to Malur 
hobli, in Channapatna taluk of population 
9114 (as per census 2011).

The actual hardship she faced when she 
lost her husband in 2010, her understanding 
of the world were challenged at this point 
of time. She wanted to give her children 
a better life and there was a big question 
of subsistence, so she joined Mookambika 
SHG for the livelihood. After approximately 
1 year of being the member, took a loan of 
Rs 5000-10000, and used to sell festival 
raw materials(Puja materials) to nearby

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shops in villages. 

A long train journey talking with a 
stranger gave her the idea to procure raw 
materials such as camphor oil, Candle wax 
and agarbatti materials,  from Bangalore 
and make a camphor unit at the village. 
She feels indebted to a stranger's help. 

As a SHG member, she took a loan of Rs 
5000 to start the business in 2011 and sold 
the camphor in Rs 5, Rs 10, Rs 20 packets. 
She bought the camphor from Bangalore 
and sold it to her own taluk but soon 
she expanded her business and started 
selling to all talukas. It was profitable for 
her, shortly (after 2 years) she bought a 
Camphor making machine with a loan of 
Rs 50,000, and started her own brand of 
Camphor, Candle and Agarbatti. Since 
then, she has been increasing her market 
through SHG members with a good profit. 

Slowly nearby shops started sourcing 
these products from her. Later, she started 
handling business from Rs 1000 to upto 
10 lakhs. 2 machines of camphor making 
and 15 machines of candle making were 
purchased in the last 5 years.  She now 
makes a profit of upto Rs 1 lakh per month 
and also employs 8 people from nearby 
villages ensuring that for group-based 
ventures, women need not have to travel 
great distances to create sustainable 
livelihoods.. The workers are paid Rs 
50-70 per kg of work. Working hours are 
from 6 am till 7 pm daily, depending on 
the availability of workers. In a month, Rs 
5000- 1000 Kgs of camphors are made 
in her unit, i. e Rs 10- 15 Lakhs worth of 
business. 

Eventually she constructed 1 house 
(Rs 8 lakh), 1 shop and bought a site. She 
wants to expand her business in terms of 
quantity. She now understands the market 
and businesses better than anybody.  
Radhika focuses on providing the best 
schooling for her children and at the same 
time wanting her children to learn business 
too. 

In a short time of 8 years of the initiation, 
her business’s market value upto Rs 1 - 1.5 
Crores. 

Radhika is giving meaning to the lives 
of women to become an entrepreneur, 
economically independent and have 
social status despite all odds in life. She 
believes in Basavanna’s Vachana of “work 
is worship”. She now sends her children to 
English medium school and has strength to 
support her family. "Nobody can fill the void 
left after my husband but gradually with 
the help of this scheme I learned to stand 
on my own without anybody’s support. If 
you help yourself god will help you”-says 
Radhika 

Radhika has not just transformed into 
a businesswoman, She has also inspired 
other rural women to come forward to 
create their own success!
