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Chandrayaan-3
A Brief Note

On 23 August 2023, the Vikram

Lander landed on the south polar

region of the Moon, and the

rover that emerged from it was

engaged in a mission to search A~
below the surface of Moon.

handrayaan-3, the third lunar

exploration mission planned by the
Indian Space Research Organization
(ISRO), had a mechanism to compensate
for the failure of the lander's soft landing
attempt after a last-minute error in
the soft landing guidance software on
Chandrayaan 2. It consists of a lander
named Vikram and a rover named
Pragyan, similar to Chandrayaan-2, but
without an orbiter. Its propulsion module
acts as a communications relay satellite,
and it carries the lander and rover into
lunar orbit. The launch of Chandrayaan-3
took place on 14 July 2023 at 2:35 PM and
successfully completed lunar injection into
a 100 km circular polar orbit as part of the
first stage.

The lander and rover are landed
near the Moon's south polar region
on 23 August 2023, a debut first step
towards ISRO's grand ambition of future
interplanetary missions. The original
objective was to demonstrate the capability
of the technology by performing a safe
soft landing on the surface of the Moon's
South Pole, which previous missions had
not been able to achieve. The reason for
choosing the month of July for the launch
of Chandrayaan 3 was a special move,
as according to calculations by ISRO, the
moon would come closest to the earth

during this period, so the project could be
executed smoothly.

ISRO has three main objectives for
the Chandrayaan-3 mission, namely:

1. Getting a lander to land safely and softly
on the surface of the Moon.

2. Observing and demonstrating the
rover’s loitering capabilities on the
Moon.

3. In-site observation & conducting
experiments on the materials available
on the lunar surface to better understand
composition of the Moon.
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Chandrayaan-3 consists of three
main special machines:

1. Propulsion Module: The propulsion
module will carry the lander and rover
configuration till 100 km lunar orbit. It is
a box-like structure with one large solar
panel mounted on one side and a large
cylinder on top (the Intermodular Adapter
Cone) that acts as a mounting structure
for the lander. Its main instrument, the
Spectro-Polarimetry of Habitable Planet
Earth (SHAPE), aims to study Earth's
polarimetry from lunar orbit and spectrum
dispersion studies using the near-infrared
(NIR) wavelength range (1-1.7 ym).

2. Lander: The lander is responsible
for the soft landing on the Moon. It is also
box-shaped, with four landing legs and four

landing thrusters of 800 newtons each.
It will be carrying the rover and various
scientific instruments to perform in-site
analysis. The lander for Chandrayaan-3
will have only four throttle-able engines,
unlike Vikram on Chandrayaan-2 which
had five 800 Newtons engines with a fifth
one being centrally mounted with a fixed
thrust. Additionally, the Chandrayaan-3
lander will be equipped with a Laser
Doppler Velocimeter (LDV). The impact

legs are made stronger compared
to Chandrayaan-2 and increased
instrumentation redundancy. ISRO is

working on improving the structural rigidity
and adding multiple contingency systems.
Chandra's  Surface  Thermophysical
Experiment (ChaSTE) will measure the
thermal conductivity and temperature of the
lunar surface. Instrument for Lunar Seismic
Activity (ILSA) will measure the seismicity
around the landing site. Langmuir Probe
(LP) will estimate the plasma density and
its variations.

3. Rover : It is a six-wheeled design,
weighs 26 kilograms, has a range
of 500 meters, and carries several
important scientific instruments including
cameras, spectrometers and a drills. It
has an expected lifetime of one lunar
day (14 Earth days) and will be capable
of communicating with the lander and
the ISRO ground control team. The
Chandrayaan-3 rover is expected to make
several important scientific discoveries,
including: elemental analysis of materials
in the lunar surface layers, the presence
of water ice in the lunar soil, the history of
lunar impacts and research on the evolution
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of the lunar atmosphere. One of the main
instruments on board is the Alpha Particle
X-ray Spectrometer (APXS) to determine
the chemical composition and mineral
composition of the lunar surface. The Laser
Induced Breakdown Spectroscope (LIBS)
will determine the elemental composition
(Mg, Al, Si, K, Ca, Ti, Fe) of lunar soil and
rocks around the lunar landing site.

Apart from that, compared to other
countries, the cost of Chandrayaan-3
project by ISRO is about 615 crore rupees,
which is a very low budget project. By using
the gravitational forces of Eath & Moon
,ISRO planned to utilize less fuel and has
made an effort to land on the lunar surface
in 40 days , which made ISRO to global
acclaim.

Finally, as Indian mythology shloka says
“Chandrama Manaso Jatha ha” means, the
moon has an effect on the minds of all living
beings, let us hope that the moon himself

inspires the minds of ISRO scientists for
the flawless execution of the project and
helps to make the Chandrayaan-3 project,
the dream project of the people of the
country, a grand success.
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GTTC has successfully Fabricated and
supplied 6 numbers of “Rover Wheel
with Logo (L&R) to ISRO Satellite Centre
for Chandrayaan-2 Project in the year
2019.
